We wonder whether the proposed paragraphs A29A-A29F of ISQM1 and A81A-A81F of ISA200 are
necessary materials for auditors when applying the Standards. Much of that language explains the
rationale of designating PIEs and the properties of PIEs as such. Firstly, this should already be clear
from the Code of Ethics, where this stems from, and secondly, it does not explain or guide auditor’s
procedures. We suggest to either leave these paragraphs out or to rewrite these paragraphs as to
guide the auditor’s procedures.

Detailed comments (if any): We disagree with the rationale provided for limiting the differential
requirements in ISA 720 to only apply to ‘publicly traded entity’. The NBA is of the view that the
interest in consistently applying differential requirements to all Public Interest Entities outweighs
the additional burden created by ISA 720.

In the Netherlands, we have already expanded all requirements for ‘listed entities’ in the extant ISAs
to apply also to PIEs, and we have not observed any difficulties in applying this also with respect
to other information under ISA 720.
